Policy and Template for Issuing Certificates of Compliance

(Scope Certificates, SCs)
EAMEERTICOVTOHEEVET (EHHFEADIEE. SC)

Objective
By

This policy provides for mandatory instructions and notes to be followed by Certification Bodies
(CBs) approved to issue SCs in accordance with the Global Organic Textile Standard (GOTS)
and/or any standard that belongs to Textile Exchange (TE). Both standard setters (the
International Working Group on GOTS (IWG) and Textile Exchange) implement this policy in
their procedures. The purpose of this policy and the corresponding templates is to unify layout,
format and text among the different certifiers and standards in order to enable an easy and
practical handing and verification for all users of SCs.

The policy is to be followed and the corresponding template to be used for any SC issued after
1st September 2012.
