The question of whether an ETP is functional or not mainly depends on the inputs used in
wet processing. For a unit only performing dyeing with natural dyes and auxiliaries, a
simple biological treatment system may be appropriate, whereas, for an industrial unit
working with chemical dyes and auxiliaries, at least a two-stage treatment plant is
requested. Units using auxiliaries that are approved because of their adequate
eliminability (e.g. acc. to OECD 302B) shall in addition, have a functioning treatment of
the sludge.
